GRADES 1 - 3 
 
     TEACHER:  RITA HEBERT
Hebert  is art teacher at White House Middle School.  She 
received her degree with a major in art from Mankato 
State University in Minnesota.  
GRADES 4 - 9             TEACHER:  SANDRA KANDROS
Kandros is art  teacher at  Hendersonville HIgh School.  
She received her degree from West  Liberty College, West 
Virginia and graduate hours at Penn State and 
Tennessee State University.

The Hendersonville Arts Councilʼs Visual Arts Program is 
a 9 month course, designed for students who have 
creative talent and enthusiasm for art.  
Schedule:   Classes meet weekly for 1 1/2 hours, 4:30 - 
6 p.m. Classes begin September 14 and go through May 
21.There are no classes October 12  - 16, December 
21 - January 1 or during spring break, April 5 - 16.  

Costs:  For entire 9 months is $310.  Payments to be 
made monthly at  $35 per month to be paid in advance by 
the 5th of each month.   Reminders on when to pay will 
not be sent.  If students fails to pay on time, they may be 
dismissed from the program.

To withdraw from classes under legitimate 
circumstances, a 30 day written notice is required.  

Supplies:  A non refundable fee of $42.50 made payable 
to the art teacher is due with registration to pay for most 
supplies.  Students may be asked to bring certain 
supplies such as a tee shirt for printing or supplies for 
special chosen projects.

Class Size:  Each class is limited in size in order to give 
more individualized instruction.
IMPORTANT ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
• Students are expected to demonstrate a willingness to 

learn, work and behave in a way that contributes to a 
good class atmosphere.  Any student who does not 
demonstrate such behavior may be asked to resign 
from the class.

• There are no refunds for missed class.  Makeup 
classes will be scheduled if  possible for absence due to 
illness.
